	A green/eco burial means the body is not embalmed (because embalming fluids contain chemicals which harm the soil) the coffin is made of materials which biodegrade quickly (such as wicker or cardboard) and there are no gravestones (which eventually are neglected, becoming unsightly and dangerous). The body is buried in a natural environment where it will help to feed the plants around it, making the whole area a lasting living memorial.
